What to bring:
1) Sleeping bad, pillow, sleeping pad (you’ll be sleeping on the roof)
2) Grubby clothes, warm clothes, swimsuit (LADIES- 1 PIECES ONLY!)
3) Water Shoes/sandals – (Bring shoes that can get wet and will stay attached to your foot in the water)
4) Toiletries- Sun screen, bug repellent, chap stick, toothbrush, soap, shampoo
5) Towel, sunglasses, camera, flashlight
6) Bible, notebook pen
7) Playing Cards or small games
8) Recreational water equipment (Floaties, rafts, balls, ect…)
9) Personal re-fillable water bottles (You drink more water than you can imagine) 
10) Spending cash for snacks, goodies, camp shirts available if desired
a. (Students will need to pay for their own meals on the way down and on the way back. This will end up being a dinner and lunch on the way down as well as lunch and dinner on the way back. I will cover breakfast)

What NOT to bring:
1) Good clothes
2) Music that dishonors God, Ipod, cellphone, personal video games
3) Ladies, no two piece or “revealing swim suit”
4) Big heavy suitcases
5) [bookmark: _GoBack]Anything electronic (blow dryers, coffee makers, etc) We don’t have outlets so they won’t work.
